Example Lesson for Multisyllabic Words

Instructional Activity 1 (Phonics and Word Recognition)

Introduce New Sound: Introduce re affix (re written at top of chart paper).
Explain that this is a prefix that appears in many words. Write some examples of
words containing re (e.g., redo, reread) and point out the re prefix. Tell students
that re at the beginning of a word usually says /re/. Have students say the sound.
You may also want to explain that re means “again”.
Review mastered sounds: Point to different previously learned sounds and have
the students say each sound. Then call on individual students to say sounds.
(sounds written in random order on chart paper: v, le, un, est, a, re, kn, ur, ir, ea,
ou, igh)
Model multisyllabic word strategy with new affix: Ask students to remind you of
each step of the multisyllabic word strategy and model completing the strategy.

What is the first step in reading this word? Circle the prefixes.

I see our new prefix re. (circle re)

What sound does re make at the beginning of a word? /re/

I don’t see any other prefixes.

What is the next step in reading this word? Circle the suffixes.

I don’t see any suffixes in this word.

What is the next step in reading this word? Underline the vowels.

I see the letter combination ea (underline ea)

What sound does ea say? /ea/

What is the next step in reading this word? Say the parts of the word.

This says /re/ /read/.

What is the next step in reading this word? Read the whole word.

This says /re/ /read/ or reread.

That i= a real word. It means to read again.
Repeat with 2-3 more words, phasing out the questioning as appropriate.

Application of strategy to multisyllabic words with varying known phonic
elements: Ask students to remind of each step and then ask them to complete
the step with the words on their paper (e.g., What is the first step? Circle the
prefixes. Ok, please circle any prefixes). Complete for each word.

Have students reread the list of words.

Later in the lesson when text is read, note how students read multisyllabic words.
Remind them to apply the strategy when they come to an unknown multisyllabic word.
Provide scaffolding as needed. Provide specific affirmative or corrective feedback as

students read the words.
